
 

 

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs): MAGS Pre-loved School 
Uniform Clothing Pool 

 

Does MAGS have a Clothing Pool? 

Yes. The MAGS pre-loved School Uniform Clothing Pool (Clothing Pool) is operated by the 
Macquarie Anglican Grammar School Parents' and Friends' Association (Macquarie P&F). 

 

What is the Clothing Pool? 

The Clothing Pool sell pre-loved MAGS school uniforms donated by other MAGS families to 
be resold at a discounted price. The money raised goes to the Macquarie P&F to be spent on 
projects and items that enhance the educational experience of the MAGS students. 

 

Where is the Clothing Pool shop? 

The Clothing Pool has a new location but it is not far from our previous home. Come and find 
us out the back of the Trade Training Centre (close to the school drop off zone (P2)). Please 
follow the chalkboard signs which we put out on the day. 

 

When is the Clothing Pool open? 

The Clothing Pool is open on Friday afternoon in the first week of each term, with additional 
dates subject to circumstances. Clothing Pool dates for 2025 are:- 

Term 1 Week 1  Friday 31 January 2025  10am – 2pm 

   This is the same day as MAGS Goal Setting day..) 

Term 2 Week 1  Friday 2 May 2025  2.30pm-5.30pm 

Term 3 Week 1  Friday 25 July 2025  2.30pm-5.30pm 

Term 4 Week 1  Friday 17 October 2025  2.30pm-5.30pm

What uniform items are stocked at the Clothing Pool? 

All items are current permitted school attire, As we are reliant on donated items we cannot 
guarantee that we will have a particular item or size in stock.

How much do you charge for Clothing Pool items? 

The Clothing Pool sells items at 30% of current ‘new price’ listed by Alinta Apparel. Please scroll 
down to the bottom of this document to view our latest price list. When Alinta updates their 
prices, the Clothing Pool prices update simultanously.  

 

Can I get a discount if an item is stained or damaged? 

No, all items are sold ‘as seen’. 

 

Can I ask for an item to be placed ‘on hold’ for me? 

No, we operate on a first come, first served basis when the Clothing Pool is open. 

 

I’m unsure what size(s) will fit my child/ren – can you help me? 

We are a friendly bunch of MAGS parents, and there are usually two or more parents 
volunteering. We are happy to help out with advice, and there is a changing room for your 
child/ren to try on uniforms should you wish to try before you buy. 

 

How can I pay for items at the Clothing Pool? 

Macquarie P&F does not accept cash payments. We have an EFTpos machine, and welcome 
credit and debt cards (no American Express). A receipt will be emailed or texted to you, 
immediately upon payment.  

 

Can I return or exchange items? 

We do not accept returns or exchanges.. Please carefully consider your purchase. 

 

I can’t make it the Clothing Pool when it is open – what are my options? 

Ask a friend, family member or student to attend the Clothing Pool on your behalf.  

Alternatively, you can look for or put up a wanted post for your required items on the 
Macquarie P&F FACEBAY page, or Facebook Marketplace.
